A LOOK BACK ON LARRYLAND 
H o o t H i s t o r y T h r o u g h the A g es ' 

.April 15,1988 

It is i ronic that a l though the Hoot O w l is a hot spot for St. Lawrence 

University students, many people do not know its interesting history. 

It began in 1970 when present Hoot Owl Owner Daniel Fay and his friend 

Bill Helmer had their minds set on opening a bar. The train station in Canton 

had been vacant for seven years , and they though it would be the perfect 

location for their business venture. Fay and Helmer, with the help of Helmer's 

father, purchased the station from the corporation of an St. Lawrence Alumni, 

Frank Augsbury, for a small sum. 

Fay said, "We were two guys in their middle 20 's who took a chance with 

a limited amount of money." 

The station needed extensive renovations, and since Helmer and Fay did 

not have a lot of money to work with, they did the work themselves. They 

bought the building in December, and opened it up by March. Fay admitted 

having trouble thinking of a name for the bar, and finally decided o r f ' T h e 

Hoo t Owl E x p r e s s " because he and his col lege buddies used to use the 

expression, " I ' m drunker than a hoot owl ." 

A t first, the bar d rew in most ly townspeople , but b y the mid 7 0 

Lawrence as well as Canton A.T |C. students took over. " O u r most p ro -

' ductive t ime,"Pay said, "was in the mid 70 ' s when both schools frequented 

thebar." ' * . .' 
T h e change in the dr inking age to 21 has brought some changes to the 

Hoot Owl . In 1985 the bar was divided in half and one part became a 

" ju ice" bar. Fay said h e m a d e this change so the underage c rowd could 

listen to a band and enjoy the a tmosphere , al though they could not drink. 

M a n y Canton bars went out of business after the drinking age , and Fay 

attributes his business t o the Hoo t Owl ' s location. 

"We ' re close enough to campus for people to walk. If someone is sitting 

at the bar drinking, I don ' t want them to worry about having to d r ivehome. 

We have a park ing lot, so if people can ' t dr ive h o m e , they can jus t leave 

their car," Fay said. 
One of Fay ' s most memorab le exper iences , was when he asked a cus­

tomer to leave, but the customer did not want to. They kicked h im out, and 

since it was c los ing t ime they locked the doors . The drunken cus tomer 

c a m e back with a chainsaw and tried to cut m e door down. Fay fought 

b a c k wi th some steel p ipes and was able to send the drunk h o m e with a 

mangled chainsaw. 

L a r r y Facul ty At tacks t he Greeks by Approv ing Recommenda t ion 
Friday, March 4, 1988 

The St. Lawrence faculty voted in favor of three "general principles" con­
cerning the Greek system in last Tuesday's meeting. These principles were 
presented to the faculty by the Faculty Council in response to the Committee 
on Alternatives to the Greek System report. 

The third general principle createdthe most controversy. It states, "In 
assessing the Greek system at St. Lawrence University, the faculty concludes 

that its liabilities outweigh its benefits, and that the University would be a 

better place without it." 

Some faculty members expressed concern about the statement's contents. 

Dr. John Jaunzems said the wording was , "deceitful and cowardly." 

Concern was also expressed about how the statement would be perceived 

by the rest of the University. Dr. Peter FitzRandolf saidjthat they would b e 

seen as "Greek-bashers ." 

However, proponents of the principle argued the statement was merely an 

express ion of the faculty 's att i tude. Dr. Metcalf said these principles are , 

".. .an expression of where we (the faculty) stand, not a recommendat ion of 

abolishment" 

T h e principle was adopted by a vote of 35 yes , 28 no and 10 abstentions. 

T h e first and second principles were a lso debated, but the votes were no t 

close enough to require an individual count 
The first principle states that the faculty believe Greeks should not be privi­

leged over other students. The second principle was.amended by Dr. Pat 
Alden to state, "The faculty believes that St. Lawrence University bears-re­
sponsibility for supporting and erMching student social life."

Without downplaying the 

fact that sexual abuse can happen to 

men as well, I imagine that many women 

on this campus can answer yes to one 

or m o r e of these ques t ions . M o s t 

people don ' t realize that if you have to 

persuade or convince someone to have 

sex with you, it can be considered sexual 

assault. The quest ion is where the 

boundaries are—boundaries that are 
too easy to cross without good com­

munication. 

Th i s is not simply a women ' s issue. 

One of my biggest frustrations about 
sexual assault stems from the fact that

One day in Nairobi , I was sitting 

around the compound library vaguely 

doing research about women in Kenya, 

when I stumbled upon a pamphlet en-

tided "Violence Against Women" by the 

Kenyan Human Rights Commission. It 

was very s imply laid out for people to 

look at to explain what sexual violence 

is. Many of the questions it raised were 

similar to questions that came up at the 

sexual assault panel, and it occurred to 

m e that these issues are much deeper 

than misunderstandings of yes or no- 1 

people have n o idea where their sexual 

boundaries are: As a little clarification, 

I thought I would share some of what 

the pamphlet had to say. 

If you can answer yes to any of the 

following questions, you have been 

raped, sexually abused, or assaulted. 

Have you ever: 

-had sex with someone when you 
were not really sure if you wanted to? 

-been forced to have sex with some­

one because you were not asked if you 

wanted to, or because you were ignored 

when you said "no"? 
, -been in a situation where you felt you 

this is something that men and women 

need to deal with together. This is 

something that I cannot address with the 

type of male that might abuse someone 

on a Saturday night and not think twice 

about it. Th i s is something that needs 

to.be addressed wi th a lot of recogni­

tion of sexuality, power relations,, and 

i ssues o f control. This is an issue that 

needs to be addressed openly and regu­
larly on this campus, because there is a 
thriving culture of unhealthy sexual be-

havior. 
Since I am about to graduate, a few 

of m y friends convinced m e that I 

couldn't leave this place without at least 

going to the Tick Tock once to see what 
it was like. The first conversation I over­

heard someone having was , "Hey, you 

should hook-up with that girl over there 

in me purple tank top, I know you don ' t 

know her, but a friend of mine hooked-

u p with her last weekend, and she was 

easy." Until people are treated l ike 

people and not objects, sexual assault 

will thrive.
